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5.3 Hearing. The hearing on any alleged violation of the Project Documents shall be held
at the time and at the place designated in the notice served pursuant to Section 5.2 of these
Bylaws. Proof of service of the notice as required by Section 5.2 of these Bylaws shall be placed
in the minutes of the meeting. Such proof shall be deemed adequate if a copy of the notice,
together with a statement of the date and manner of delivery, is entered by the oflicer, director or
agent who served the notice. The notice requirement shall be deemed satisfied if the alleged
violator appears at the meeting. The minutes of the meeting shall contain a written statement of
the results of the hearing and the monetary penalty, if any, imposed by the Board Qflpircctors,
Any fine which is imposed by the Board following a hearing pursuant to this Section S.3 shall be
paid by the offending Owner within ten (10) days after a notice of the action of the Board is
served upon the Owner. Service of the notice from the Board shall be made in the same manner
as service of a Notice of Violation pursuant to Section 5.2 of these Bylaws. Any fines imposed

pursuant to this Article V shall be the joint and several liability of all of the joint Owners of the
Lot.

ARTICLE 6
ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

6.1 Committee Composition. As provided in Section 5.10 of the Declaration, the Board
* may appoint an Architectural Committee to perform the duties of the Board under Article 3 and
any other provisions of the Declaration so delegated. If so appointed, the Architectural
Committee shall consist of three (3) persons. None shall be required to be an architect or to meet
any other particular qualifications. Such persons need not be, but may be, a member of the Board
or an officer of the Association. The Board may increase the number of persons on the
Architectural Committee, but the number of persons must always be an odd number. If the Board

elects to appoint an Architectural Committee, the following provisions shall apply concerning
appointment to and service on the Committee.

6.2 Terms of Office. The term of office for members of the Architectural Committee shall
be for a period of one (1) year, or until the appointment of a successor. Any new member
- appointed to replace a member who has resigned or been removed shall serve such member’s

unexpired term.  Any members who have resigned, been removed, or whose terms have expired
may be reappointed.
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6.3 Appointment and Removal. Except as may be otherwise provided in the Declaration,
the right to appoint and remove all members of the Architectural Committee at any time, shall be
and is hereby vested solely in the Board; provided, however, that no member may be removed
from the Architectural Committee by the Board except by the vote or written consent of more
than fifty percent (50%) of the entire Board. '

6.4 Resignations. Any member of the Architectural Committee may resign at any tume
upon written notice to the Board.
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6.5 Vacancies. Vacancics on the Architectural Committee however caused, shall be filled
by the Board. A vacancy or vacancies on the Architectural Committee shall be deewmed to exist in
case of the death, resignation, or removal of any member thereof.

6.6 Duties. It shall be the duty of the Architectural Comuuttee to consider and act upon
any and all proposals or plans submitted to it pursuant to the terms of the Declaration, to adopt

Architectural Committee Rules, to perform other duties delegated to it by the Board, and to carry
out all other duties imposed upon it by the Declaration.
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6.7 Meetings and Compensation. The Architectural Committee shall meet from time 1o
time as necessary to perform its duties. The vote or written consent of a majority of the members
of the Architectural Committee, at a meeting or otherwise, shall constitute the act of the
Architectural Committee unless the unanimous decision of the Architectural Committee is
required by any other provision of the Declaration. The Architectural Committee shall keep and
maintain & written record of all actions taken by it at such meeting or otherwise. Members of the
Architectural Committee shall not be entitled to compensation for their services. Fowever, the

Architectural Committee may, at the expense of the Association, employ one or more consultants
to assist the Architectural Committee.

6.8 Architectural Committee Rules. The Architectural Committee may adopt, amend,
and repeal, by unanimous vote or written consent, rules and regulations. These Architectural
Committee Rules shall interpret and implement the Declaration by setting standards and
procedures for Architectural Committee review and the guidelines for architectural design,

placement of buildings and other Improvements, landscaping, color schemes, exterior finishes and
materials, and similar features which are required or permitted
to be used within the Property.

6.9 Waiver. The approval by the Architectural Committee of the plans, drawings, or
specifications for any work done or proposed, or for any other matter requiring the approval of
the Architectural Committee under the Declaration, shall not be deemed to constitute a waiver of

any right to withhold approval of any similar plan, drawing, specification, or matter subsequently
submitted for approval '

6.10 Liability. So long as a member of the Architectural Committee has acted in good
faith on the basis of information actually possessed, neither-the Architectural Committee nor such
member thereof,: shall be liable to the Association, any Owner, or to any other party, for any
damage, loss, or prejudice suffered or claimed on account of: (i) the approval or disapproval or
any plans, drawings, or specifications, whether or not defective, (i) the construction or
performance of any work, whether or not pursuant to approved plans, drawings, and
specifications; (iii) the development of any portion of the Property; or (iv) the execution and filing
of any estoppel certificate, whether or not the facts in the estoppel certificate are correct.

6.11 Time for Approval. In the event the Architectural Committee fails to approve or
disapprove any application for approval within thirty (30) days after its receipt of the application,
together with complete and legible copies of the supporting plans and specifications, the

Monetary Penalties C Due Process

Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, the following resolution was
adopted by the Board of Directors:

RESOLVED: Effective immediately and pursuant to Section 33-1242 of the Arizona
Revised Statutes, the Board of Directors shall have the power to impose monetary
penalties upon the owners of Lots for violations of the Declaration of Covenants,
Conditions and Restrictions, By Laws and Rules of the Association. This power shall apply
to violations by the owner(s) and the Owner(s) shall also be liable for any violation
committed by a family member, guest, tenant or other occupant of the Lot of the Owner(s).
The amount of the monetary penalties shall be determined based on the nature of the
offense, the Owner's (s') violation history and the number of violations, and the amount so
established by the Board of Directors shall range from $10.00 to a maximum of $500.00
perday. The Owner(s) in question shall be given an opportunity to be heard by the Board
prior to the assessing of any monetary penalties, and written notice of said hearing shall be
given at least ten (10) days in advance of the hearing by regular mail or by hand delivery at
the last-known address of the Owner(s). Once it has been determined that the Owner(s) is
guilty of a continuing violation, the Board may impose reasonable daily monetary penalties
for each subsequent day of the violation and such continuing penalties shall continue to
accrue until the Owner(s) notifies the Board that the violation has ceased and the Board
has confirmed that, this, in fact, is the case. Any penalties assessed against the Owner(s)
may be enforced in the same manner established in the Declaration in regard to delinquent
maintenance assessments and said Owner(s) shall be liable in this manner for all violations
committed by the family members, guests, tenants or any other occupant of the Owner(s).
